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Fiber to the Home 
Announced at 2006 

Annual Meeting
CMTELõs Annual Meeting of Members was held June 8 at the Mutchler Com-

munity Center where more than 250 members in attendance heard a surprising 
announcement.

In his Presidentõs report, President Pete Rupe informed the membership that CMTEL 
has implemented a plan to place þ ber optic cable to every home in Bloomþ eld in the coming 
months.  Rupe said, òToday, with our new deployment of þ ber to the home, and with IP Video 
and other emerging technologies like Voice over IP, we þ nd ourselves in exciting technological 
times.ó  President Rupe stressed that it was our members who inspired us to build the only locally 
owned and operated broadband network, and that it is our members who will reap the beneþ t of the 
unprecedented bandwidth provided by þ ber to the home.

General Manager Jim Miller, in his Managerõs report, also placed the members of the Cooperative in 
þ rst place.  Miller said, òAs a community cooperative, we depend on local people understanding the value 
of their local network.  And our members understand this.ó  He went on to explain how CMTELõs network 
is built for the future, positioned for IP Video and VoIP as well as other broadband services because our 
infrastructure has been designed to take CMTELõs members to the next level.

Three employees were recognized for their years of service to CMTEL.  They were Lorrie Bailey for 15 
years, Judy Hawkins for 30 years, and Tom McCreedy for 30 years.  Directors recognized for òExcellence 
in Leadershipó were Jack Henderson, Gary McConnell, and Roger òPeteó Rupe.

Four members spoke brieÿ y about how broadband services impact their lives and businesses.  Anne Morgan 
explained how the school uses broadband services for Voice over IP, Internet based attendance records and 
grades, streaming video for the classroom, teleconferencing, and correspondence from the Department of 
Education.  Drew Norton shared how telecommunications services are used by todayõs youth, Dan Thomp-
son spoke of how CMTEL networked all of the Davis County Savings Bankõs branches together through 
the use of þ ber optics, and Jeff Owen shared some of the ways he and his family use broadband services 
for business, school, and entertainment.

In new business, Cyndi Munson addressed the board with questions regarding the rights of members to 
attend board meetings. An attorney for CMTEL explained that a memberõs attendance at a meeting of the 
board of directors must þ rst be approved by the board. He went on to explain that a member may address 
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
